


PSYCHOLOGY INTERNSHIP SITES

See the list of potential sites for PSY 4940 Internship below, which are categorized into five categories: 
I. Adult Mental Health (including Homelessness Services), 
II. Child/Adolescent Mental Health/Social Services and Education, 
III. Forensic / Legal Services (Child and Adult), 
IV. Industrial-Organizational/ Human Resources, 
V. Parent and Family Intervention Services, and  
VI. PSY Internships in Ministry Settings. 
These sites have supervised PSY students in the past. In addition to this list of sites for previous interns, SPU also uses the Handshake program which allows students to find internships advertised there. (See http://spu.edu/services/handshake .) Students may also investigate the website, VolunteerMatch - Where Volunteering Begins for more opportunities.

For the sites listed below, current students are advised to check each websites for further information. While efforts are made to keep all site information below updated, sites may change contact information (phone numbers and addresses, as well as staff persons to contact). When reviewing the websites, look for pages described as “getting involved,” or “volunteering,” or “internships.” Find names, phone numbers and emails of staff associated with these programs. If you can’t find that information on the webpages, you might also call the main number of the site and ask a receptionist for information about someone who might supervise a college intern at their site. Keep in mind, also, that some sites may require a longer commitment than a 10-week quarter.

These sessions are advertised each quarter to PSY majors. It is each student's responsibility to ensure that their site and supervision meets the requirements listed in the PSY Internship Handbook.
